	Purpose of the report 
To provide the Board with information regarding the ongoing consultation on developing new, high-quality major trauma and stroke services in London including the steps being taken by NHS Brent to encourage active participation by all stakeholders in the consultation process


	Executive Summary (to include outcome benefits)
In Healthcare for London: A Framework for Action, Professor Lord Darzi set out an ambitious vision to transform health and healthcare in London. As a first step towards achieving this vision, all Primary Care Trusts across London, supported by Healthcare for London, are consulting on proposals to deliver new specialist major trauma and stroke services at specific hospitals across London. This process is being coordinated through a Committee of all London PCTs and NHS South West Essex. This committee will consider the outcome of the consultation and will make the decisions about the new specialist services.

This paper sets out the consultation questions being asked of staff, patients, residents, commuters, representative groups, unions, elected representatives and anyone who has an interest in, or might use, London health services.
