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· 55% of residents are part of black and ethnic communities

· 43% of residents are under 30

· Regeneration of 85 acres around Wembley stadium – more tourists – more unplanned care

· Estimate an additional 7 GPs will be required to serve the new increased local population
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· Large sections of the community are affluent, pockets of deprivation, mainly in the south of the borough.

· Most deprived also have, lowest income levels, highest unemployment, poor overcrowded housing and worst health outcomes.

· Health inequalities present at neighbourhood levels, demonstrated by the 9 year gap in life expectancy throughout Brent.

· Circulatory diseases, cancer and respiratory disease account for a large part of the difference.

· Deprived neighbourhoods have high mortality ratio’s and high rates of key health behaviours and conditions, smoking, diabetes, obesity and higher incidence of TB.
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· Core services, NES, LES, DES.

· Existing walk in 10am-7pm, 5 days a week. Extension of this service.

· Conscious of the re-development in Wembley

· Transient patients – lots of unregistered patients in Brent.

· Using existing building – provider arm

· Additional practice – VfM in procurement, with new purpose leased building – provider arm.
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· 71% of PALS in one month re: not being able to register with a GP.
· 72% of practices achieving less that 24/48hr target.

· Service will be needed, particularly for unregistered patients if pop increase in Wembley increases as estimate and more tourists for unplanned care.

· Set realistic targets and measure against them.

· Improve current standards of GP Practice, work towards.
