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Consulting the capital launched on 30 Nov

Following advertisements in the Evening Standard, London Lite and the 
Metro, almost 500 people logged onto www.healthcareforlondon.nhs.uk
on launch day to see the proposals for themselves. And during the week 
another 3,000 people visited the new site. 

This week over 50, 000 full consultation documents are due to be 
distributed, along with over 300, 000 summary versions. Translations in 
fiveteen languages, CDs, easy read and Braille versions will all be 
delivered in the next few days.

Meetings with the Greater London Forum for Older People and to London 
members of all Patient Participation and Involvement Fora (PPIFs) were 
both well attended with almost 100 people gathering at each event to find 
out more and ask questions. 

The public roadshow kicks into gear on 14 January in Lambeth. Almost all 
the dates and venues are now agreed and posted on the website.

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> Healthlink appointed to aid consultation with 
   traditionally under-represented groups.

Following a competitive tender, Health Link has been appointed to 
work with the programme office and PCTs to engage with traditionally 
under-represented groups. Whilst PCTs are responsible for consulting 
local groups, communications leads across the capital felt that there was 
a need to commission extra resource to positively engage with 26 groups 
at risk of under representation. Carers, children, people with dementia or 
on low income, prisoners, travellers, homeless people, learning disabled 
people, mental health service users and hearing/sight impaired people 
are just some of the groups who will be contacted by Health Link who will 
arrange meetings to discuss the issues and encourage feedback.
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> Recruitment of Clinical Advisory Group

Over 100 candidates applied to become members of the Clinical 
Advisory Group. The recruitment process was managed by Odgers 
and the recruitment panel included Sir Cyril Chantler (CAG Chair), 
Trish Morris-Thompson (proposed CAG Co-Chair and NHS London 
Chief Nurse) and Lesley Perkin (HfL Programme Manager).

A competency based selection event asked applicants to discuss the 
challenges of the Healthcare for London programme. Due to the high 
calibre of applicants we have offered membership of the CAG to 
27 applicants in addition to the CAG Chairs and Simon Tanner 
(Regional Director of Public Health for London). The membership aims 
to balance coverage of clinical professions with geographical spread.  

We are keen to ensure that applicants that have not been appointed 
to CAG will continue to be engaged in the programme and have written 
to these applicants outlining where other opportunities for involvement 
will arise.
